At the Awards Luncheon, members of the Class of 1957 were inducted into the Golden Society and two
alumnae were honored with the Sister Madeleine of Jesus Award. Rita Leblanc Sheehan Bell ’52 and Sr. Sue
Bourret, p.m. *72 were recognized for their commitment and service to Rivier and their communities.

“I’m deeply honored to be numbered among the Sister Madeleine of Jesus recipients,” Sr. Sue said. She
said that when she arrived on campus as director of residents, there had been four consecutive years of
change none of her predecessors were nuns.
